Sunday 7th August 2011
Greetings to the Church in Benbecula from JKMC in Chuka, Kenya.
Wilson phoned after the first morning service (8:30 am start).
Everyone is well and enjoying themselves.  
The banner and cross were presented this morning to rapturous acceptance with loud cheering.  And there was a huge round of applause after the minister’s sermon.  The worship was amazingly vibrant with lively drumming and dancing. Wilson had slipped out near the end of the service and was quite a distance from the church but the sound of singing still came over loud and clear.
Erin is already planning her second trip to Kenya and Abigail has really come out of her shell.  Everyone is quite moved by their experience so far and already feel they are a part of the community and that this is far removed from a “tourist” experience!
Yesterday the team attended a wedding that started at 9:30.  Following the 3 hour marriage service the reception celebrations continued until  6:30 pm with a feast of rice and beans.
